Categories

· Young Volunteer of the Year supported by v (under 25 as at 1 July 2010) – they are reliable, trust-worthy and have made a valuable contribution to your club
· "Volunteer of the Year" – who makes an outstanding contribution to the running of the club, League, Service Area, school or any other means
· "Volunteer Coordinator of the Year” – person who recruits and coordinates other volunteers within the club and local community
· “Coach of the Year” - a coach who shown commitment to coaching and player development
Regional Awards (as above)
All the regional winners will be put forward to the National Awards.

National Award
The National Awards will have the same categories as previously mentioned, but in addition there is a “In League Together Award” – This Award is to recognise the work of an individual who has demonstrated an inclusive way of working by bringing Rugby League to non-traditional, underrepresented individuals or groups.
