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Sport Makers Fact Sheet (March 2011)
Programme
The Sport Makers programme is part of the People strand of Sport England’s Mass Participation Legacy programme Places People Play which was announced on Monday 15th November. 

This project will use the inspirational pull of London 2012 to recruit, train and deploy 40,000 new sports volunteers aged 16 years and over to make sport happen across the country. Volunteers will have a positive and inspiring introduction to the world of sport volunteering via a series of workshops delivered locally by a training provider and in conjunction with a CSP. We anticipate that many will continue to give of their time, further increasing sport participation long after the 2012 Games are held in the UK.

These Sport Makers will organise and support hundreds of thousands of new hours of grassroots sport, creating new opportunities across the country.  The Sport Makers will bring the Olympic and Paralympic values to life in every community and will be a highly tangible element of the London 2012 legacy.


Our aim is to ensure that 50,000 potential volunteers attend inspirational workshops, with 40,000 of these being deployed into a sports leadership role for a minimum of 10 hours of volunteering.  Of those deployed, 20,000 will continue to volunteer in sport beyond these 10 hours. It is aimed at those who are not currently choosing to volunteer in sport.
Sport Makers will be fully inclusive and target participants including young people who have a disability, both males and females and participants from BME groups.
Budget

Sport Makers will run from April 2011 until September 2013. A minimum of £4m of National Lottery Funding (revenue) will be invested through the Sport Makers programme of which circa £2m will be through CSPs. A training provider will be appointed who will be tasked with creating and delivering the orientation workshops. This is subject to an EU procurement process which means that the training provider is scheduled to be awarded a contract in early July 2011. Sport England is also seeking to provide a volunteer data management system (with  user training on how to implement) and additional benefits/ incentives for the newly signed up volunteers. 
Outcomes

Sport Makers will ensure that;
· 50,000 new Sport Makers are recruited and invited to an Orientation workshop delivered locally through a CSP and by an inspirational trainer;
· 40,000 Sport Makers are provided with deployment opportunities to increase participation  for a minimum of 10 hours each by their CSP; 

· Olympic and Paralympic values are brought to life for the Sport Makers through their orientation workshop so that they feel part of the Olympic movement and role model these values in raising participation for 16+s;
· As a result of their deployment thousand of new opportunities for 16+s to participate will be created. 
The programme will roll out at CSP level from April 2011 with new posts appointed, networking with potential deployment providers and establishment of data management systems. The impact will be measured up until September 2013. 
Role of CSP

CSPs are critical to the success of Sport Makers.  They will perform the following roles: 

·  identify, recruit and register potential volunteers;
· develop a menu of Sport Makers volunteer opportunities, brokered with National Governing Bodies, Clubs and Community Organisations involved in sports participation;  

· organise a programme of inspirational workshops for the potential Sport Makers (the content and delivery of these will be supplied by an external training provider under a separate contract with Sport England);
· match and support Sport Makers into volunteer placements.  

CSPs are critical to the success of Sport Makers because they will be pulling together the work of various agencies and will be responsible for the delivery of the programme.

Key partners include:
BOA, LOCOG NGBs, CSPs, Local Authority Sports Development teams, other local government partners and other national and county/sub-regional voluntary partners.

All CSPs have received a copy of the Sport Makers Operations Guidance which they should use for further detailed information.
